By what toil and fatigue and patience and strife and the
beautiful law of growth has all this been wrought? These
things have not come of themselves. They could not have
occurred except as the great movement for women has
brought them out and about. They are part of the eternal
order, and they have come to stay. Now all we need is to
continue to speak the truth fearlessly, and we shall add to
our number those who will turn the scale to the side of
equal and full justice in all things. Lucy Stone [Originally
presented as a speech to the Congress of Women held in
the Woman's Building at the World's Columbian Exposition
(World's Fair), Chicago, 1893. This was Lucy Stone's last
public speech, and she died a few months later at age 75.]
